• 1 page essay describing your motivation for studying energy topics, a description of your

leadership activities related to energy research (mentoring, clubs, etc.), and a

brief justification of why you think you should be the 2022 Spark Awardee.

• Your GTID

• Energy area of interest and name of advisor

• Enrollment status (Masters, PhD) and expected year of graduation.

• One page letter of recommendation from GT faculty mentor
